Knutsford District Scouts Minibus

T E R M S    &    C O N D I T I O N S

1.
All users must comply with section 19 permit rules.  A section 19 permit should be displayed in the minibus windscreen. For each Scout Group within Knutsford District a permit has been purchased that can be found in the glove compartment. Other organisations must provide their own section 19 permit in order to use the minibus legally.                   

2.
Drivers must be registered with Knutsford District Scouts by completing an ‘Authority to Drive the Minibus’ form and will be subject to these Knutsford District Scouts Terms and Conditions.

3. Drivers must provide a photocopy of their driving licence, and must notify us immediately in the event of any accidents, convictions or illnesses that could affect their driving, or of any other material fact.  They must have held a full UK driving licence for more than two years with a D1 category and be at least 30 years of age. (see attached ‘Drivers without D1 (101) Minibus Driving Entitlement’ form) They must inform us of any vehicle-related insurance claim within the last 2 years and inform us if they have more than six penalty points on their driving licence.  Drivers with adverse accident or claims history may be accepted at our discretion. Drivers who are involved in a collision or accident involving our minibus may be banned from driving our minibus in the future.


Fuel:  The minibus should be returned full of diesel fuel unless otherwise agreed prior to use.


Accidents/Damage to Minibus:  Knutsford District Scouts must be informed as soon as practicable in the event of any damage to the minibus, and in any case within 24 hours including Bank Holidays and weekends.


Breakdown:  The minibus is maintained to a high standard and is covered by 24 hours’ roadside assistance and recovery through AA Relay (0800 389 1708). Knutsford District Scouts does not warrant providing a replacement vehicle or any cover over and above that provided by our contract with the recovery company and is not liable for any consequential losses.

4.
Users must adhere to the booking times when taking and returning the minibus.

5.
Drivers must record in the log book provided the date, the organisation using the minibus, the name of the driver and the start and finish mileage. Drivers must inspect the minibus prior to driving, report any existing damage or defects and check the tyres, lights and bodywork.  Drivers are liable to police prosecution if they drive a defective vehicle. (Please read the Minibus Walkaround Check List that can be downloaded at www.knutsfordscouts.org.uk/minibus)
6.
Knutsford District Scouts require that a named individual agrees to be personally responsible for the payment of all charges arising from the use of the minibus. Knutsford District Scouts require that all charges must be paid in full no later than 30 days after the date of use; otherwise transport provision will be withdrawn.

7.
The minibus must be returned, with the completed logbook, in a fit and clean condition on the date and time agreed when the booking was made. On return, the minibus must be parked inside the 5th Knutsford Scout HQ compound in its designated place and, if the building is not in use, the access gates must be closed and padlocked. The keys must be returned as agreed when the booking was made.

8.
Any faults, defects, accidents, incidents or motoring offences must be reported immediately.  Drivers must not accept liability. Any fines or excess payments incurred during a period of use are the responsibility of the user.

9.
The minibus may not be used for private or individual gain or for party political purposes.

10.
The minibus must not be used to carry more passengers than the number of seats.
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11.
The minibus can only be used to carry passengers and their hand luggage.
12.
Inflammable liquids or gases may not be carried.

13.
No drugs or intoxicating liquor may be carried.

14.
Regular bookings can be made and will be accepted subject to the conditions laid down by the Management Committee in each individual case but priority will be given to Knutsford District Scouts activities.

15.
The Management Committee reserves the right to decide between conflicting applications for the use of the minibus.

16.
Knutsford District Scouts cannot accept responsibility or liability for the loss or inconvenience caused by the cancellation of a booking or breakdown of a minibus.  Knutsford District Scouts reserves the right to vary or cancel the arrangements for any booking without prior notice.

17.
Knutsford District Scouts shall not be responsible for undertaking police checks or references on volunteers for non-Scouting activities.

18.
Knutsford District Scouts minibus may only be used for trips in the UK unless prior written agreement is obtained and additional vehicle cover arranged.

19.
Drivers from other Districts are liable to pay the current insurance excesses if damage occurs to the minibus within duration of use.

20.
Users must pay the FULL COST OF RECOVERY AND REPAIR, when the damage is a result of an accident involving a width restriction or a height limit or if the minibus is damaged in use off of the public highway.

21.
Users must pay outstanding balances within 30 days of the original billing dates.  The use of the minibus is not permitted to organisations that exceed 30 days credit.
